Obedience

In obedience, dog and handler teams are judged on

how closely they match the judge's mental picture of
a theoretically perfect performance as they execute

a series of specified exercises.

Rally

At a rally competition, dog and handler teams navi-
gate a course with numbered signs indicating differ-
ent exercises to perform such asisivnsit, Figure

8, Send Over Jump, Recall Over Jump. Judges must
evaluate the performance of each exercise and the
sense of teamwork between the dog and handler.

Agility
Dog agility is a dog sport in which a handler directs
a dog through an

A-frame, dog walk,

Lure Coursing

In lure coursing, dogs chase an artificial lure across a
field, following a pattern that is meant to simulate
live coursing. Dogs receive a score based on speed,
agility, endurance, enthusiasm, and follow.
